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	Geography Intent


The scheme of work is formed from the Framework for the EYFS and the National Curriculum. It is knowledge-based. This will give the children the knowledge that they will need in the future to be British Citizens. We have placed skills at the heart of the scheme so that children learn to apply the knowledge they learn. Throughout the year groups there are visits, experiences and people to make the different strands of geography as real as possible. There are trips out to places such as Poole’s cavern, Southport beach, Manchester city centre and further afield. 
We have built the scheme into being as ambitious as possible to give our children a local, national and world perspective. We have adapted the scheme of work to have reading, vocabulary and literacy throughout the lessons. They have been designed and planned to give the children wider skills that they will need for their futures such as: questioning; problem solving; confidence; curiosity’; presentation skills and an understanding of the world in which we live.  
There are clear end points at the end of each topic and we have built a sequence of lessons that progress towards the end point. They spiral across the school with the aim of children knowing and remembering more. 
The scheme has been planned to develop children’s personal and social skills as well as moral development. The focus on recycling and environment for example, helps children to develop the idea that we are guardians of the planet. The scheme develops empathy, compassion, respect and the British Values. Through geography, the children also develop spiritual, social and cultural understanding. 
Equality and diversity is important within the geography scheme of work. The scheme is designed to give children an understanding of the contribution of different genders, gender identity, disability, faith and belief, sexuality and of different ages. 
The plans build children’s practical skills and provide learning opportunities that they would not normally have access. 
All children follow the same scheme including those with SEN/D or who are international new arrivals. Occasionally we make adjustments for those children with a disability.
